NCOA – Local Guidelines for Noetzie

These guidelines have been set by common consensus of the members of the NCOA, who have pledged to try at all times to comply with them themselves and to ensure that visitors and others also comply.

1 Parking and Traffic

1.1 Limited public parking is available at the top of Old Wagon Road 
1.2 Use of the Old Wagon Road is limited to residents on the beach and river, their guests, service vehicles, authorized builder and maintenance vehicles

1.3 The use of the Old Wagon Road is restricted to residents of properties on the Old Wagon Road, river and beach. 

1.4 Driving or parking on the beach is only permitted for vehicles with valid permits

1.5 The demarcated parking bays on the right hand side of the Old Wagon Road are reserved for owners of beach properties (but not their guests as well), on a first come, first served basis.

1.6 If two vehicles meet on the Old Wagon Road or the track, the onus is on the ascending vehicle to reverse.
2 General

2.1 Due consideration should be given, to minimise noise levels within the Noetzie conservancy.

2.2 Open fires are not permitted on the beach, in the parking area or in any area of indigenous bush. 

2.3 Water tanks are private property and no water may be drawn from any tank without the owner’s permission.

2.4 All septic tanks must be reactivated with a proper biological agent at least once per month.

2.5 Dogs are discouraged, and are to be controlled at all times
2.6 Use of herbicides is discouraged in any area where contamination of the beach, river or estuary may result. 

2.7 Do not feed or attempt to tame any wild animals.

2.8 Domestic refuse must be classified and recycled and stored in monkey-proof bind until collection Garden refuse should be composted on your own property or removed from  Noetzie.

2.9 Planting of indigenous species of plants should be encouraged.

3 Lagoon

3.1 No powered craft are permitted on the Noetzie River and lagoon.

3.2 All boats are to be kept on the owner’s property whenever the owner is not in residence in Noetzie.

3.3 Sailing boats and windsurfers may be used, but not in the area adjacent to the beach and at all times swimmers have priority.

3.4 The use of pumps to abstract limited amounts of water for private and non-commercial use is permitted. Such pumps should be a silent as possible and their use restricted to the hours 09:00 to 12:00.

4 Beach and Rocks

4.1 No fires are permitted on the beach.

4.2 Surf fishing and the collection of shellfish is permitted, in accordance with the Marine & Coastal Management regulations
4.3 All refuse shall be placed in the bins provided or preferably removed entirely from Noetzie.

5 Sinclair Nature Reserve

5.1 The entire left (Eastern) bank of the Noetzie River is a declared SA National Parks Nature Reserve. No access is permitted without a permit.

5.2 Permits are obtainable for SA National Parks Offices in Knysna.
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
